Members not Waiting until Wednesday to Turn Up the Heat

In the National Capital Region, several hundred members took their line to the Langevin Building, home of the Prime Minister’s office and the Privy Council Office. 

In Ontario, the Burlington Lift Bridge, which had been picketed all Sunday night, was in the down position on Monday backing up marine traffic. Everyone was out at the Scarborough Town Centre. Picket lines were up at Kingston Penitentiary and P4W. There were solid lines at the Hamilton airport which handles a lot of commercial traffic. HRDC call centres all over Ontario were struck.

Over the weekend, the Detroit and Canada Tunnel and the Sarnia border were picketed. On Monday, picket lines at the HRDC office moved on to the Tunnel. Coast Guard ships Gull Isle, Giffon and Limos were shut down. The Ontario Provincial Police were out in numbers when members picketed the International Bridge in Sarnia. HRDC offices in London , Kitchener were picketed as was the Post Office Federal building in Chatham. Strikers marched in Sault Ste. Marie while 100 members picketed the call centre in Sudbury

Ships Crews members in the Atlantic, Ontario, Quebec and British Columbia were striking approximately 23 ships as well as Coast Guard worksites

In New Brunswick, food service workers and firefighters at CFB Gagetown took to the picket lines in the middle of preparing lunch. 

In St. John’s, picket lines were up at the HRDC call and pay centres.

In Nova Scotia, picket lines are up at Marine House and the Coast Guard base in Dartmouth, the PWGSC Canada Pension cheque processing centre in Halifax, the institutions at Truro, Renous and Springhill and HRDC and the call centre in Glace Bay.

In Quebec, strikers hit HRDC call centres in Quebec City and Montreal and pickets were up in Matane. In Quebec City picket lines were up at the HRDC regional office where old age pensions are handled.

In Manitoba, all non-designated firefighters at Shilo were on the line starting at midnight and strong lines at the call centre in Winnipeg were up as of 6:30 a.m. 

In Saskatchewan, the RCMP Training Academy in Regina was in for a surprise when picket lines went up at 5:30 a.m. Monday morning. As there were only two designated members to provide food services to the over 600 cadets, participants at the troop graduation ceremony and the officer luncheon today were going to go hungry. Monday, normally an extremely busy day at the call centre in Regina, found every person eligible to participate on the picket line by 8:00 a.m.

Workers at the Canada Place HRDC call centre in Edmonton went out at 6:00 a.m. The Immigration Processing Centre in Vegreville was hit at 6:30 a.m

In British Columbia, Members carried signs which read: "2% doesn’t feed my dog".
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
