Picket was raised at 6:30 a.m.

One designate, who normally starts her shift at 6:00 a.m., was already in.  She had received a warning from her excluded PM Manager yesterday regarding her normal hours of work, the picket, and her obligations.

The three excluded PM and AS managers failed to respect and honour our picket line by circumventing the entry point that has been agreed to by the Director.  We, the members of CEIU Local 548, take our picket line very seriously.  We take the Job Actions very seriously.  We want every minute that we are hoofing it for a better deal for ALL to be well spent, and of value to the negotiating process.  We do not appreciate anyone undermining our efforts because actions that undermine our efforts only serve to prolong the Job Actions.  We want a good and respectful settlement.  And, we want it sooner than later.

The Chesswood picket crew spent the morning educating each other and the designated workers.  In the process, sixteen designated workers were detained by a strategic line that included

· One sign-in point for designated workers

· Seven documents in seven colour-coded file folders, held by seven different members of our picket crew.  All were positioned in a zig-zag formation on all sidewalks of Whitehorse.

· A quiz.

· A prize that is symbolic of Treasury Board's Offer

· Some members of our picket crew escorted the designated from folder to folder to quiz to prize box.  Each station was controlled by a member of the picket crew.

One member of the picket crew also provided a report of our Tuesday Local Union meeting to others who had missed this meeting. 

All this took a lot of time.  Designates were delayed from reporting to work for a minimum of 35 minutes to a maximum of 80 minutes.  The average:  63 minutes. 

The members of our local feel satisfied that today's Job Action had impact.  The documents that were reviewed by the members of the picket crew and with each designated worker were educational.  The reviews were thorough.  We know this because the Quiz results are absolutely spectacular.
